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Restorative Aide Curriculum – Brief Overview 
· Purpose: The purpose of the Restorative Aide Specialty Module is to improve the quality of resident care by providing information to certified nursing assistants about skills and training in the delivery of restorative care. 
· Requirement: This program is offered to practicing CNAs with at least 6 months of experience.
· Units: 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]8 instructor guided units. 
· Each unit is estimated to take approximately 10hrs.
· There is a critical thinking case study and restorative care reflective practice journal in each unit. 
· There is a knowledge assessment after units (1-3), (4-6), and (7-9).
· Certain units contain clinical skills procedures. 
· Videos are embedded in the units to support concepts.
· Program implementation: The program can be completed on a computer through an interactive document, or if the student does not have access to a computer they can print a hard copy. 
· Instructor’s role:
· Must be an LPN or RN.
· Orient student to the module (HCMT staff can assist with this).
· Provide feedback and support when needed.
· Proctor and grade the 3 knowledge assessments.
· Evaluate the CNAs performance on the 14 skill procedure assessments.
· Grading rubric provided in the instructor manual.
· Monitor progress.
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
