This course introduces students to the fundamental principles and practices of industrial qualitycontrol. Total Quality Management (TQM), Acceptance Sampling Systems are discussed in depth.This course satisfies 24 hours of instruction toward completing the embedded human relations curriculum requirements, in accordance with Embedded Curriculum Guidelines Option A. This course satisfies 15 hours of instruction toward completing the embedded mathematics curriculum requirements, in accordance with Embedded Curriculum Guidelines Option A.
This course may not transfer to a baccalaureate degree of art or science within the universities in the Nevada System of Higher Education (NSHE).
Class objectives:
1. Introduce the concepts of Quality Control; Quantity Costs and their Control; Quality Policies and the Marketplace; Measurement; Inspection Function; Control Function; Vendor Relations; Role of Statistical Methods; Manufacturing Planning for Quality and Quality Improvement. 
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 2. Introduce mathematics and measurement skills commonly used in the application of quality systems.
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 3. Introduce common human relations concepts and practices to evaluate process related data to determine corrective actions.
4.  Use of discussion questions is to solidify understanding of material.  Each student must post an initial response to the weekly question and a minimum of two peer responses.  Also, be on the look our for additional questions that may be prompted by class discussion.   
Outcomes:
Identify and explain major causes of process variation, implementation of TQM, and give examples of how they have affected individual employees..
Define quality and quality management, using examples.
Apply the relationships of Mean & Standard Deviation in quality control analysis.
Ascertain the central line and control limits of a specification chart.
Apply human relations practices to evaluate alternative solutions by using information & data from a variety of sources & separating irrelevant from the relevant information.
