LAB 04: SWAG!
Objective

We have talked about differences between print and a computer screen. This week you are digging into image creation for "Swag" and covers for video games.
Part 1:  Video Game Covers
In this part of the lab assignment you are going to make a game covers for a game that does not exist. This should be your own idea. If you use pictures from another game you need to modify the picture. 
First,

Second, 

Once you have your names, head to The Cover Project and download two covers to use as a template for this assignment. The Cover Project can be found at the following URL:

You must turn in unaltered versions of the images you downloaded. 
Third, 

With your random name and sample game cover. 

A game cover includes the front, spine, and back images of the game box. 
Create your new cover using the style and layout of the cover. You must keep or recreate console markings, ratings, bar scan code, and other legal text that is on the box. 
Extra Credit for Part 1:
Create second game cover. 
Extra Credit for Part 1:
Use the following criteria to select your game covers. 
A) a game published in 2000 or after
B) a game published between 1990 and 1999

C) a game published in 1989 or before 

Part 2: Swag!
Create two image sets designs for print on demand items for the game that you created in Part 1. These should be things which you would want to own and wear.

An item that you might want to consider making would be within 100 to 200 square inches. 
The Mini-Poster Print (11”x17”) from Cafepress has been provided for you as an example.
You are required to make 2 items for this assignment… 

UNLESS
If you item template is under 50 sq. inches You must make 2 items of that type …
If you item template is under 10 sq. inches You must make 4 items of that type …

Extra Credit for Part 2:
Use a template that has 200 sq. inches or larger
