1) What are special characters? 
Answer: They have a special meaning to the shell

2) List the special characters. 
Answer: &, ;, |, *, ?, ', “, [ ], ( ), $, <, >, { }, #, /, \, !, ~

3) What is the difference between a folder and a directory? 
Answer: According to our book, a directory has files and/or subdirectories in it and a folder is empty.  Semantics really.

4) From your home directory at the command line type in 'ls'. What do you see there? 
Answer: List of non-hidden files and directories in the home directory

5) Same location as question 4.  Type in 'ls -a'. Explain the difference. Type 'man ls' and tell me what the -a switch does. Is it the same as -A?
Answer:  Shows hidden files in the list. -a shows all, -A is almost all except files starting with a period (.) or 2 periods (..)

6) Use gedit to create a text file named 'test' with the following lines:
this is gedit which is a basic text editor
it is much easier to use than VIM

7) Type 'cat test' to see the file.

8) Type 'cp test test2'

9) Verify it copied-how did you do that since you got no messages from Linux? 
Answer: An ls command will show it

10) Type 'grep gedit test' and explain the output you see on the screen.  
Answer: It searched for the word basic in the file test.  The line that basic was on is shown, with the word basic shown in red

11) Type 'clear' to clear the screen

12) Type 'head -1 test2' What do you see? 
Answer: The first line of the file “test2”

13) Type 'head -2 test2' Explain. 
Answer:  The first 2 lines, but since we had line spacing, it shows the same as the previous answer

14) Type 'tail -1 test2' Do you get a line? If not explain why not and keep increasing the number until you do get a line. 
Answer: Answer depends on whether you had a blank line at the end of the “test2” file

15) Type 'sort test2' what happens and why? 
Answer: Displays the lines from the file alphabetically

16) Type 'diff test test2' Explain your results. 
Answer: There are no differences

17) Type 'vim test2' to open VIM. Hit escape then I and be certain it says 'INSERT' in the lower left corner. Add a third line to this file that says 'now I have added a third line' and escape and shift colon to get to command mode. Type at the colon 'wq' for write quit. Type 'diff test test2' again and explain the results.  
Answer: Now that test and test2 are different, it displays the different line

18) Type 'cat test|sort' Explain what happens and why. 
Answer: Shows the test file onscreen sorted alphabetically
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
