COURSE DESCRIPTION  
This course is a study of cardiac monitoring techniques including basic cardiovascular anatomy and physiology, electrophysiology, rhythms and dysrhythmia recognition and equipment maintenance.
PREREQUISITES  
CNA certificate or a credentialed CNA, LPN or RN. 
AHS 102, AHS 180, AHS 205, BIO 110, CPT 170, NUR 131, NUR 134
COURSE PURPOSE
This course is designed as part of stackable credentials with existing BOOST certificates and is for students who have completed the CNA certificate or a credentialed CNA, LPN or RN. Students will be able to set up and administer ECG, stress test, Holter monitoring, edit and deliver test results to physicians for analysis, and schedule appointments. This course is a study of cardiac monitoring techniques including basic cardiovascular anatomy and physiology, electrophysiology, rhythms, and dysrhythmia recognition. Students will be a multi-skilled allied health professional.
LEARNING OUTCOMES
Lecture
1. Explain how circulation occurs in relation to the ECG.
2. Recall the structures of the heart including the valves, chambers, and vessels.
3. Differentiate among pulmonary, systemic, and coronary circulation.
4. Explain the cardiac cycle including the difference between systole and diastole.
5. Describe the parts and function of the heart and conduction system and how they relate to the ECG.
6. Describe the heart activity that produces each part of the ECG waveform.
7. Explain the process of evaluating ECG tracings and determining the presence of
Dysrhythmias.
8. Describe the criteria used to classify dysrhythmias, including rhythm, rate, P wave morphology, PR interval measurement, and QRS duration measurement.
9. Summarize pacemaker complications relative to the ECG tracing.
10. Describe exercise electrocardiography and identify its other names.
11. Identify the uses of exercise electrocardiography.
12. Describe the variations of exercise electrocardiography.
13. Identify the types of ambulatory monitors and their functions.
14. Explain why ambulatory monitoring is used in addition to the 12-lead ECG.
15. Summarize the common uses and variations of ambulatory monitoring.
16. Identify the major coronary arteries and describe the structure of arteries.
17. Describe typical symptoms of angina and unstable angina.
18. Summarize atypical patient types and presentation.
19. Explain heart failure.
20. Identify assessment and immediate treatment needed for the cardiac patient.
21. Discuss treatment modalities for the cardiac patient.

1. Introduce self to patient and explain procedure to patient.
2. Verifies correct patient and physician order.
3. Verifies correct patient and physician.
4. Place all electrodes/leads correctly.
5. All patient information correctly recorded into machine.
6. Readable ECG Tracing Produced.

COURSE ASSIGNMENTS OR REQUIREMENTS
1. Lecture and class discussion
2. LearnSmart/Connect activities and assignments. Material for each chapter is available on D2L and LearnSmart/Connect
3. Supervised and observational lab and clinical experiences
4. Clinical Criteria:
5. The total clinical time will be a total of forty (40) hours between weeks 9 through 15.  They will consist of five (5) days, eight (8) hours per day. One week reserved for a make-up day.  The student must complete 100% of the clinical time.
6. Appropriate uniform (navy blue) is required and must be in compliance with school policy.  Uniform must include a picture ID (FDTC School ID) that includes the student’s name and status.
7. Simulations will be held during weeks 7 and 8 of the semester. 
METHODS OF EVALUATION
This course encompasses individual didactic and clinical requirements that will be averaged together for the final course average. The student will obtain a passing average for both lecture (theory) and clinical components. Below is a breakdown of how grades will be determined.

Attendance/Make-Up Policy
It is the responsibility of the student to attend all scheduled classes and observe all participation requirements in each of the courses in which he/she is enrolled. If a student is absent or fails to participate in more than 10% of the total hours that a course usually meets in a semester, the student will be subject to a failing grade or withdrawal by the instructor. It is the student's responsibility to initiate a withdrawal if he/she is unable to complete course requirements. Only the appropriate Associate Vice President can make exceptions to this policy. 
Missed Quiz or Exam:  If a student fails to take a Lecture or Lab Quiz there will be no make-up and no grade for that quiz.  This applies only to the first missed quiz. Additional missed quizzes will result in a grade of zero. 
If a student fails to take an exam, the final exam of the course will count twice replacing the missed grade. This will only occur once. Any additional missed Exams will result in a grade of zero. 
Clinical Absences: The student is required to complete 100% of stated clinical hours. If the student misses 10% of the required clinical rotation hours, the student must make up the hours as scheduled by course faculty. If there are extenuating circumstances and clinical hours are to be made up, this is at the approval and discretion of the instructor as well as the clinical rotation availability for student makeup. Students who do not complete the required make-up hours will receive a clinical failure for the course. A student will be considered tardy if he/she arrives after the designated clinical start time and will be required to make up this time. The student should inform the instructor that he or she will be late. If a student is more than 15 minutes late the student may be sent home. Three (3) tardies will equal one (1) absence for the course. Students must notify the instructor prior to clinical absences. The failure to communicate directly with the instructor prior to clinical absence will be considered unethical performance and will result in clinical failure.

CLINICAL PRACTICUM OR LAB EXPERIENCES 
The total clinical time will be a total of forty (40) hours between weeks 9 through 15.  They will consist of five (5) days, eight (8) hours per day. One week reserved for a make-up day. The student must complete 100% of the clinical time. 
Professional Dress Code
Professional dress refers to the earing of any part of the uniform, full uniform or lab coat.  Uniforms must be maintained in good repair.
Student Dress Code for Clinical
1. Student must wear the approved Florence-Darlington Technical College Boost Student Uniform.
2. Female students must wear dress or pants uniform whenever functioning in the student role. The hem of the uniform dress should be no higher than the top the knee. Standard white hose are to be worn with the dress. White knee stockings or plain white socks are to be worn with the pants uniform. Footie or ankle socks are not allowed.
3. Undergarments (color or design) should NOT be visible.
4. On the day of care, students can wear a plain white scrub jacket with a FDTC logo tag for warmth.
5. Lab coat or scrub jacket is to be worn to clinical when required by clinical agency.
6. Solid white nursing leather shoes or Nursing leather athletic shoes must be in good repair and kept clean and polished at all times. All shoes must have no higher than 1” heel and enclosed heel and toe.
7. Female students may wear one pair of small, ball-shaped pierced earrings in the lowest part of the earlobe (one per earlobe) if they are silver, pearl, or gold in color. A plain wedding band may be worn. No other visible adornment is allowed. Male students may wear a plain wedding band with no other adornments.
8. On the day of nursing care, the male student’s hair must be well-groomed and no longer than collar level. Male student’s hair must be clean shaven and/or have neatly groomed mustache/beard.
9. On the day of nursing care, female student’s hair must be well-groomed and secured off the collar. Only white, metal, or tortoise shell colored clips are to be used to secure the hair neatly off the collar. No additional hair ornaments are allowed. No ornate hairstyle is allowed. No unusual hair colors (green, pink, blue, red, etc.) are permitted.
10. [bookmark: _GoBack]A non-decorative watch with a second hand is required.
11. Fingernails must NOT extend beyond the fingertips. Acrylic nails or nail polish are NOT permitted.  
12. Neck and ankle jewelry are NOT allowed.
13. NO visible tattoos or body piercing jewelry.
14. Student is NOT allowed to have electric paging devices and/or cell phones in lab/clinic settings, unless directed by the clinical instructor.
15. Students who do not adhere to the policies WILL BE SENT HOME from clinical and WILL BE CONSIDERED ABSENT FOR THAT CLINICAL DAY.
16. Students should adhere to the dress code at all times when in clinical area for student rotations, medical record assignments or workshops.  
17. Student should wear apparel labeled specific to BOOST Nursing Assistant only when functioning in the student role.
18. Students are required to abide by the BOOST and the Facility policies and procedures, including but not limited to wearing the appropriate name tags in accordance with the “Lewis Blackmon Patient Safety Act of 2005”. 
Students failing to abide by FDTC BOOST guidelines and conduct yourself in a professional manner while in clinical will result in the student being sent home. This will be considered a clinical absence.
Pregnant Students:
A pregnant student must bring a written statement from her Obstetrician/Primary Health Care Provider before registration or upon confirmation of pregnancy each semester stating, “The nursing student has no restrictions regarding the ability to perform clinical responsibilities.”  Also, the pregnant student must meet the affiliating clinical agencies’ job performance standards for a nurse. It is the student’s responsibility to ensure the safety and the safety of her unborn child.  In order to resume her clinical activities before the usual six (6) weeks after delivery, the student must bring a written release without restrictions from her Obstetrician/Primary Health Care provider.

To be able to attend clinical while pregnant the student must be able to perform all clinical duties without restrictions.
