Uniform and Dress Code in Lab Areas and Clinical/Practicum/Externship Sites

The student will conform to the uniform and dress code policy only when functioning as a CCTC student. The student may not wear a CCTC uniform while working as an agency employee.

1. General
· Uniforms and lab jackets must be the color required by your program of study, clean, and ironed.
· CCTC patch is to be placed on left sleeve two finger breaths below the shoulder seam of the uniform top and the lab jacket. 
· The student must wear a lab jacket over professional attire and adhere to the dress code policy at a site. 
· Proper dress for clinical/practicum/externship orientation and/or clinical/practicum/
· externship observations will be announced by the instructor. 
· White lab jacket may not be worn over the uniform when providing patient care. Denim or sweat pants may not be worn with the lab jacket.
· The student will be in full uniform as required for college laboratory practice, clinical/practicum/externship practice or skills check-offs. Exceptions will be stated in the course syllabus and by the course instructor. 
· Bare legs and bare feet in shoes are not permitted by males or females. Socks or hose are required when wearing pants. Hosiery is required when wearing skirt or dress. Ankle socks are not permitted.
· No chewing gum or use of tobacco products is permitted while wearing the CCTC uniform or any part of the uniform (includes CCTC lab jacket).
· The student may not visit friends or family in a clinical/practicum/externship facility while in student uniform or during scheduled clinical/practicum/externship time. 
1. Hair
· Hair must clean and groomed, off the face and shoulders, and close to the head. Hair must be off the collar while in uniform. Bows, ornamental clips, ribbons or hats/scarves/turbans are not allowed. The student will not be allowed in the clinical/practicum/externship areas with extreme hair styles or unnatural colors per discretion of the instructor.
· Over the ear styles are permissible for males provided hair remains a moderate length. Sideburns will be no longer than the tip of the ear lobe with basic straight line style and should be neatly trimmed. Mustaches should be conservatively styled and neatly trimmed. The student must follow the policy of the affiliating institution concerning beards.
1. Jewelry
· Only a flat banded wedding ring may be worn. No stones are allowed. 
· Only designated name tags and the appropriate college pin may be worn on the student uniform.
· Wearing of earrings (right and left) must be limited to one small stud (3.8 mm size [image: Description: Description: Diamond carat size1/5 |  0.20 carat = 3.8 mm. image] ) for pierced ears and only one earring per ear lobe. Earrings must be round or square in shape.  Earrings depicting images are not acceptable. Females and males will follow this policy or the policy of the clinical/practicum/externship facility should it be more stringent. 
· No jewelry can be worn from visible body piercing other than ear lobes.  No additional jewelry may be worn. Tongue piercing jewelry is not permitted.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]A non-decorative watch with a second hand is required in black, navy, white, silver or gold colored bands only. 
1. Cosmetics/Nails
· Cosmetics must be worn in moderation.
· Artificial eyelashes are not permissible.
· Fingernails must be clean and must not extend past the tip of the fingers. Nail polish and false fingernails including acrylics are not permitted.
· Body art/tattooing may not be visible while in uniform/ lab jacket. 
1. Personal Hygiene
· Offensive body odor including strong smelling perfumes, cologne, tobacco products, hair care items, etc. will not be tolerated.
· The student who reports for duty dressed in an inappropriate manner or in need of personal hygiene will be dismissed.
1. Identification
· The CCTC patch (purchased at the CCTC bookstore) will be worn on the left sleeve of the uniform and lab jacket as designated. 
· The designated name tag with the student’s legal name in contrasting font will be worn on left front of uniform or left front of lab jacket. 
· Lanyards or decorative retractable and non-retractable I.D. badge holders are not permitted. 
· Note: When assigned to outside clinical/practicum/externship facilities, the identification badge of that institution will be required with the picture I.D. visible.
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
