MODULE TITLE:	Finding a Career in Manufacturing: The Library’s Role

HOURS:			2

DESCRIPTION:
Students will get to know the library instructor, become familiar with library research strategies, and learn how library offerings can improve their chances of success in their chosen field.  
		
OBJECTIVES:
Upon completion of this course, participants will be able to: 
· Check out items from the library
· Navigate the Manufacturing Careers Research Guide
· Use the Manufacturing Careers Research Guide to learn about job openings at area manufacturers.   

CLASS OUTLINE: The session begins with a brief tour of the library (enough to become familiar with the locations of various media: e.g., DVDs, magazines and newspapers.)  Then, the class returns to the Library Lab where the instructor shows an excerpt from one of the “virtual plant tour” DVDs available at the library, demonstrates how to find the “research guides” section on the NCCC Library website, and guides the class through the online Manufacturing Careers research guide.  Ample time will be provided at the end of class so that students may practice exploring the job search page of the research guide.  
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
