Course Description: 

Provides a brief overview of the parts and products of the food processing industry on a regional, state, national and international scale. Emphasizes food safety, quality and current issues while identifying career opportunities.

Course Objectives:

Students will be able to: 
· Develop an understanding of the food system in the U.S through class assignments and projects.  

· Develop critical thinking skills by completing lab components.  

· Use and understand the scientific method by completing laboratory experiments.  

· Through reading and discussion in class evaluate current trends in food preparing and manufacturing.  

· Formulate an educated opinion of the global dynamics of the food system through reading and in class discussions. 

Policies and Procedures:

Successful completion of this course will be determined by completing the homework, projects, laboratories, quizzes and tests with passing grades.  Additionally attendance and class participation will be necessary for successful completion. 

Assignments:  There will be periodic assignments either in-class or homework.

Projects/Labs:  There will be various laboratories and projects to reinforce concepts.

Quizzes/Exams:  There will be quizzes and exams to check for conceptual understanding during the course.  Quizzes/Exams will be comprehensive with a combination of written questions and possibly projects.

Attendance:  Attendance is a very important part of having a job and your education.  Class is considered to be your job.  If you are unable to attend class please inform the instructor ASAP.  Attendance is 20% of your grade.  A daily sign in sheet will be provided, if you do not sign in, then your attendance will not be recorded.

Attendance policy:  It is important for me that everyone attends class and be on-time for class.  Late to class means you’ve not been counted on the role and therefore an absence.  Students will be asked to leave the class if their tardiness is disruptive to the course. Students are strongly encouraged to attend each class and actively participate in class discussions and exercises. Attendance is taken, but without continued and consistent attendance you cannot complete the class assignments, quizzes, exams and laboratories. You can fail the class by failing to attend!   Students are expected to attend all classes and complete all assignments. Late work will be accepted however points will be deducted and there will be announced times that all work has to be in or they will no longer be accepted for credit.  In most cases labs cannot be made up however there will be a few instances where additional projects can be determined to make up for the points/assignments missed during lab.

Teaching methods include a mixture of lectures and discussions complemented by visual aids and demonstrations. Lectures are conducted in flexible but structured and relaxed atmosphere. Class discussion is encouraged.  
Cell Phones:  All Cell phones are to be in the off position or are to be in silent mode.  If you must take a phone call due to an emergency situation, the instructor needs to know of the possibility before class.  If you have to take a phone call then leave and don’t come back, you will be counted as absent for the day. Texting in class or playing of games is a reason for failure.  You are encouraged to be working on your computer, but it needs to be focused on the coursework.  You can be counted absent if you are physically in the class but using the computer for other activities.  Class time is not the time to be completing your homework or texting friends.    

Plagiarism statement:  It is expected that students will not plagiarize any work.  This means no copying answers.  Students can assist each other, but are expected to do their own work.  You will work in a group or with partners for most of the labs but you still need to turn in your own analysis of the lab in your lab report.  Coping another’s lab report is considered plagiarism and will affect your grade and academic integrity. All laboratory reports will be word-processed and will follow this general format.

Be certain that you use these bolded headings in your lab reports.  Lab reports are worth 50 points each.  Points for the lab report are as follows: 5 points for format correctness, 5 points for introduction, 5 points for materials and methods, 30 points for results and discussion, 5 points for summary and application.  

For the first few lab reports you will get back detailed comments and suggestions for each section.
