You can plant them against a fence or trellis, or you can train them on poles.
To train the plants on poles, use 6- to 8-foot poles and form a tripod
(see illustration below). Fasten the poles at the top with a section of rope or sturdy twine. Plant 4 to 6 seeds around each pole of the tripod.
Tips: Pull or hoe weeds gently. Beans have shallow roots and can be damaged by weeding. Beans are ready to harvest when they are about 6 inches long and can be pulled easily off the vine. To cook, simply steam or fry until tender. For dried, shelled beans, allow the pod to mature fully and dry on the vine. Then harvest, shell, and store the beans in a cool, dry place. The dried, shelled beans may then be used to plant again the following season.
