Method of Student Evaluation 

Prior to the student’s enrollment, the TABE is administered by a qualified examiner from the public educational sector. If an adequate score is not achieved as set forth by the Department of Health and Senior Services Health Standards Regulations, students must take a CMT Math Review in order to prepare for retesting of the TABE. Once successful standards are met, the student is eligible to take the CMT course. 

Prior to the completion of the 60 hours of classroom/laboratory instruction and 8 hours minimum of clinical practice with an instructor, students complete 8-16 hours of job shadowing at the specific facilities where they are employed. ECC students are to shadow a CMT, LPN, or RN at their facility. They are not certified to administer medications at this time. A job shadowing assignment is utilized in order to gather specific information regarding their experience and the processes in place at their facilities. 

Further evaluation includes 4 written tests of 50 questions each and 25 drug cards, hand-written with brand name, generic name, indications, usual dosage, actions, contraindications, warnings, precautions, drug interactions, adverse reactions, and symptoms of overdose. Students must achieve a score of at least 80% on each written exam in the course curriculum.

Once all requirements are met, a student is eligible to take the final examination consisting of a written and practicum examination.
