COURSE DESCRIPTION:
Introduces the equipment and procedures used in board drafting, as well as an introduction to print reading.  Emphasis is placed on design and drafting for cabinetry and fine furniture using industry standards. Areas to be covered will be use of manual drafting equipment, sketching, lettering, line techniques, orthograhic drawing, isometric drawing, auxiliary views, and dimensioning.  At the end of the course the student will be able to produce a set of drawings showing all views and detail views needed in order for a woodworker to produce the drawn product.

ATTENDANCE POLICY: Students missing three class sessions will be dropped from the course. Students will be issued a drop warning after missing two class sessions. Excused absences many be allowed at the discretion of the instructor; however communication with the instructor   is imperative.

TARDINESS: When the student is late, it is expected the student will take their place as quietly as possible without causing any disruptions. It is further expected the student will gather any notes or information from classmates or the instructor, when appropriate, without disrupting the class that is already in session. Consideration will be given to tardiness if it affects a deadline (as long as the instructor has been notified).

MAKE UP: Any make up work will occur at the discretion of the instructor. Students will assume the responsibility of initiating arrangements for any and all makeup work in the course. Extenuating circumstances will be considered at the discretion of the instructor.

Three weeks after the deadline, assignments will be entered into the grade book as zero. Assignments may be submitted before the end of the semester to upgrade the zero score with a maximum possible score of   60.

Disruptive behavior will be subject to dismal from the lab for the remainder of the day.
