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The “No Options” degree checklist is to be provided to the student at the time of enrollment, and a copy placed in the student’s file by the advisor.  This checklist will be used to accurately guide enrollees through the required classes to qualify for completion of the degree and transfer to the Bachelors of Applied Science in Organizational Leadership at the University of Wyoming.  Students transferring to the Mining Engineering Bachelors of Science program at Montana Tech of the University of Montana will need to meet with their program advisor at that institution. 

At the time of enrollment, advisors will work with students to organize and plan enrollment by filling out the Term box of the spreadsheet (e.g., the month the course begins).  During subsequent meetings with students the advisor will update the checklist in the students’ records with the letter grade in the Grade box to indicate completion of the course.  This pathway does not include prerequisite courses; any remedial courses required based on the results of placement tests will need to be developed by the student advisor on supplemental documentation.
